The svbdivisional
lines were surveyed by Albinus Z. Sheldon in
August 1803,

The survey was executed in accordance with the
specifications as set forth {n the Manual of Surveying
Instructions, 194 7, Special Instructions dated
November 1, 1972, and Supplemental Special
Instructions dated February 26, 1974, for Group 609,
Colorado.

Preliminary to the resurvey, the lines of the original
Survey were retraced and a search was made for all the
corners and other calls of the record. Identified
Corners were remonumented in their original positions;
lost corners were restored and monumented at
proportionate positions based on the original record.
The retracement data were tnoroughly verified and only
the true line field notes are given herein.

The directions of the lines were determined by the
transit method and confirmed by direct a.m. and p.m.
altitude observations of the sun, at various points
thrcughout the resurvey. They refer to the true
meridian.
